National Honor Society Membership Guidelines 

Students will be eligible for membership into 

CLHSôs National Honor Society in the spring 

of their sophomore year.  In the spring, stu-

dents will be invited to apply for membership 

IF  their overall GPA is a 4.5, and they have 

spent at least one semester at Clear Lake High 

School. 

Since the four basic tenets of NHS are scholar-

ship, leadership, service and character, poten-

tial members will then complete an application 

for membership.  To be eligible for member-

ship, applicants must prove: 

Scholarship ï at least a 4.5 cumulative 

GPA. 

Positive character ï positive student-

teacher relationships, minimal IF any office 

referrals, no ISS, no suspensions, and an E or 

S in conduct. 

Leadership -- participation in various 

clubs, sports, and organizations in the school 

and/or community. 

     Service ï active involvement in a service 

organization or volunteering in the community 

for at least twenty cumulative hours from the 

summer prior to their freshmen year to the 

present date. 

A minimum of two diverse activities (at least  

 one must be service oriented) should be 

documented on the application.  At least 

one activity MUST be affiliated with 

Clear Lake High School.  Applications 

without documentation or proof of mem-

bership/service will not be accepted.  

Service hours must be documented on of-

ficial letterhead from the organization 

where the student volunteered 

If applicants meet all of the above stand-

ards and pay their membership fees in a 

timely manner, then they will be inducted 

into the National Honor Society in the 

spring induction ceremony.  Students may 

also apply for membership again in the 

spring of their junior year. 

Membership in National Honor Society is 

a privilege, and members are held to high 

standards.  Members may be dismissed or 

put on probation if they do not meet these 

standards each semester.

Preparing for a Lecture 

Read the textbook ahead of time. Even if some of the material does not make complete sense, your teacher will  

       provide additional explanation. 

Take notes on any additional information the teacher gives. 

Make note in the margin when the teacher repeats something, since that is usually important. 

Highlight anything the teacher says would ñmake a good test questionò or will be on the test. 

 

Instructions/Directions for assignments or Tests 

Read all instructions carefully. If the instructions are unclear, ask your teacher for more explanation. 

Take notes on any additional verbal instructions the teacher gives. 

Donôt assume you are the only one who is confused, and everyone else in the class understands. 

You may be the only who is willing to ask. 

If you are uncomfortable asking a question during class, you can write the teacher a note or email him/her. 

 

Assignments 

Turn in all assigned class work, and make sure your work is turned in on time. This is vital for having a good grade 

in class.  

For example: A single zero averaged in with four Bôs results in an F average: [4(85) + 0] = 68  divided by 5 

Write down all of the class assignments and homework in a planner. Then you can discuss them with someone at 

home each night. 

Explain the assignments to another person as if they were not in the classroom.  

You learn something in much greater depth when you have to teach it to someone else. 

Write each assignment on a big calendar so that you can see when everything is due. 

This allows you to plan how much time you can spend on each assignment. 

Check off each assignment in your planner after you have turned it in. 

 

Test Preparation 

Do NOT just re-read the textbook the night before a test. 

Write your own test following the format of tests you have taken in class. 

This allows you to work with the information to a greater degree, and become more familiar with the correct  

      concepts.  

By creating wrong answers for the multiple choice questions, it also helps you consider the possible misconceptions 

others might have. 

 

Tutorials  

Take advantage of the help offered during tutorials.  

Tutorials are usually scheduled on Tuesdays & Thursdays from 2:45 ï 3:15 PM, however, your teacher may offer 

additional opportunities. 

Attempt to create your own review before one is given to you.
