SAT Test Information:  The SAT Test is administered by College Board several times throughout the year at various 

locations in our area. You must register and pay for the test at www.collegeboard.com. The deadline to register is usually 

about a month before the test to avoid the late fee.  It is recommended to take the CLHS SAT prep course that is closest 

to your scheduled test date.  Registration for the CLHS SAT prep courses is through the CLHS Dean of Instruction’s

Course Selection: The course selection process for 2012 will begin in mid February.  Please stay informed and involved 

in this process as students will not be allowed to change their course selections once the master schedule building pro-

cess begins. We will host a campus-wide Course Fair at the main building on Monday, Feb. 13th.  In February, each stu-

dent will receive a course selection card and an Educational Planning Guide (course catalog), as well as additional 

handouts about course offerings.  After course selection, in March and April, the counselors will meet individually with 

students to ensure the courses the student has chosen will keep the student on track for graduation.
